4. Reduce disaster damage to critical infrastructure and disruption of 

basic services, among them health and educational facilities 

5. Increase the number of countries with national and local disaster risk 

reduction strategies

6. enhance international cooperation 

7. Increase the availability of and access to multi-hazard early warning 

systems and disaster risk information
