• What are data/methodological/institutional challenges for the other cells?
• What data do you wish to include in the tables that are currently not listed in DRSF to support 

relevant DRR plans/strategies/policies and Sendai/SDG monitoring?
• Share the experiences with TWG followed by open dialogue/reflections from 

the group.



What does it mean?
• TWG meetings to be conducted every two months

• To allow more time for the review and inter-departmental discussions
• Tangible results

• Expected output
• Documentation of Asia-Pacific experiences, challenges and potential solutions for 

disaster-related statistics
• Expected outcomes

• Members’ technical capacity is strengthened
• Asia-Pacific good practices and priorities are clearly conveyed to international standard 

setting processes
• Interdepartmental collaboration is improved



How does it work?

• Following March 2022 proposed plan
2. Members to nominate/volunteer (week1)

• Suggest 2-3 countries
3. Members to review the tables with key stakeholders (week2-7)

• NDMA+NSO and potentially other key stakeholders
• Suggest 2-3 90-minute sessions over 6 weeks
• Technical support by TWG Secretariat including regular meetings

4. Members to document and share their experiences at TWG 
meetings (week8)
• Other members to reflect on the experiences from their own national 

statistical systems’ perspectives.
